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Problem: Parking light fuse popping or parking light relay sticking on alarms, keyless entries, or remote start systems. This has been a common problem with vehicles equipped with several parking lights or vehicles with trailers. The on-board parking light relay provides a low amperage output, designed to drive the “standard” parking lights (i.e. front left and right, rear left and right). On vehicles such as “duallys” or vehicles with a trailer, the current demand is more then the relay and fuse can handle. The end result is a blown fuse or stuck parking light relay.





Solution: Set parking light output selector to negative (-). Use a SPDT relay to provide the adequate to needed for the parking lights. Follow diagram below. 
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
