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Description:


The VS715 has an uncharacteristic high audio output when playing CD’s, but not with DVD’s. This high audio output has resulted in distorted audio when CD’s are being played. This problem has been found when the VS715 is used with the following radios: MAX2256, VRX8271, VRX6671z, VRX610, and VRX815.





Solution:


Modify the RCA patch cords from the VS715 to the head unit. This modification simply requires a 15l ohm resistor to be installed inline with the center conductor of the RCA.





Parts required from Radio Shack:


15k-Ohm Resistors


Inline Phono Jacks (Female RCA Jack) (4 pack)





Cut a RCA patch cord in half


Solder a 15k-Ohm resistor to the center conductor of a Female RCA Jack.


Solder the center conductor of the RCA to the resistor.


Solder the outer shielding to the conductor of the Female RCA Jack.
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
